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Financial Accountability Office of Ontario issues
report on plan for new LTC beds
Last week, the Financial Accountability Office of Ontario (FAO) issued a report
titled Long-Term Care Homes Program: A review of the plan to create 15,000 new
LTC beds in Ontario. The report provides estimates of the impact on the provincial
budget, wait lists, and hallway health care.  

The report states that Ontario’s growing and aging population will continue to place
pressure on the long-term care system and that in the absence of other health
sector changes, hallway health care will get worse over the next two years. Even
with 15,000 new beds, the report says an additional 55,000 new long-term care
beds will be needed by 2033 to maintain the wait list at approximately 36,900
individuals.
